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On September 2nd, the National Corvette Museum concluded 

its 23rd Anniversary Event after a three day run hosting hun-

dreds of Corvette celebrants from around the country.  Since its debut in the Fall 

of 1994, the Museum has parlayed its early tributes to the legendary Corvette into 

a veritable melange of displays featuring genera-

tions of America's Sports Car,, assembly plant  

tours, new vehicle deliveries, off site Museum in 

Motion weekends, motorsports park track events, 

an in -house restaurant, a Corvette themed store 

with online sales . . . and that's not even close to 

being a comprehensive list.  Each year since the 

Museum became a reality, changes or additions 

have been made to the opening configuration, 

events and services have been added, and/or 

physical space has been expanded such as addi-

tion of the Motorsports Park.  

 

This year's Celebration offered attendees activity options that have become almost 

annual events but interspersed within the three days' schedules were several 

events not previously included.  As is traditional, the latest models of the Chevro-

let Corvette were on display including the 2018 Stingray, Grand Sport, and Z06.  

Motorsports Touring Laps were available for participants to run the track as 

many times as desired all day for $90.  Karting was also an option at the MSP for 

$20.  A 2017 Long Beach Red Grand Sport Coupe was raffled, an open member-

ship meeting was held with updates on the Assembly Plant, group road trips to 

various area restaurants were enjoyed, and seminars addressing various problems 

specific to C4/C5/C6/C7 generation Corvettes were packed.   

 

NEW for this Anniversary Celebration were three Road Trip options designated 

as #1) Shifting and Shooting - $60, #2) Shifting and Sipping - $30, and #3) Shift-

ing and Putting - $45.  All three events were based at the Rockcastle Shooting 

Center, about 22 miles from the NCM.  Option 1 consisted of lunch, ammunition, 

and firearms provided for shooters engaged in multiple competitions.  Activities

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included 5 stand/25 targets, AR speed plate/rifle plate racks with two strings each, 

Rimfire 2 gun run/6 pistol targets & 6 rifle targets from separate tables, Pistol 

Run/5 paper targets with 2 rounds each target & two strings of fire (GSSF 5 to 

Glock), and a shotgun speed run/7 targets.  Competitors could also target practice 

with their own handgun and ammunition between events.  

 

Option 2 offered a view of the range activities but with some quiet time spent with 

friends during lunch at the Lookout Restaurant with its spectacular views.  A 

wine tasting at the adjacent Cave Valley Winery followed lunch.                   

 

Option 3, for those not inclined toward shooting or sipping, provided lunch and a 

golf cart plus the opportunity to utilize the 18 hole USGA Cave Valley Golf Club 

for recreation.  Thus ended the 23rd NCM revelry . . .  

 

An ongoing reminder - the NCM's Anniversary Celebration is al-

ways an enjoyable and well attended event.  2018 will be no ex-

ception and there are those Corvette folk who attend almost 

every year.  However, CCR would hope that many members are 

already thinking about attending the 25th Celebration and par-

ticipating in the associated National Corvette Caravan Aug 28 -

31 of 2019.  Mark your calendars now so that when the hotel 

room allocations and road trip plans are initially available, you'll be among the 

first to be included!
